SALES
The CAA will retain a 30% commission on all
works sold during the exhibition.  The CAA will
make every effort to pay artists within 30 days
of the end of the show.

ENTRY PROCEDURES
The single entry must be hand-delivered to the
Cooperstown Art Association between 11am
and 4pm on one of the two scheduled days
for delivery. The work must be accompanied
by a non-refundable $15 entrance fee ($10 for
CAA members).  Please be sure that the work
has an entry form attached to the back of it. 

LIABILITY
The CAA cannot assume responsibility for
damage or deterioration incurred before or
after the exhibition.  Entries will be handled
with the greatest care, however, the CAA
assumes no liability for work on its premises.

REMOVAL OF ARTWORK
Work not accepted for the exhibit must be
removed the Saturday after the show opens.
Exhibited work must be picked up the day
after the close of the exhibit.  Please see
the calendar for all dates. Unclaimed work
becomes the property of the CAA after
30 days.

THE CAA GALLERIES
The CAA is located at 22 Main Street.  We are
across the street from The National Baseball
Hall of Fame which attracts thousands of
tourists each summer.  Admission is free and
open to the public.

Open Tuesday - Saturday, 11am-4pm

ELIGIBILITY
Open to artists 18 years of age and older who
reside in NY State.  Artists may submit ONE
original work completed within the last 2 years
and not previously shown at the CAA. All work
must be for sale! Crafts, commercial or digital
reproductions in any media are not eligible.
This does not refer to photographs or digital art.

SPECIFICATIONS
The work must be suitably framed and ready
to hang — clip hangers and saw tooth hangers
are not acceptable.  Please discuss with us
any wall-hung work exceeding 20lbs. or any
free-standing work exceeding 200lbs.

1.  Painting
       oil, acrylic, tempera, watercolor, pastel
2.  Graphics

AWARDS
Possible $2400 in prizes will be awarded.
Numerous specific awards will be selected by
the jurors. Grand Prize is a solo show at the
Cooperstown Art Association.

JURYING
The CAA makes every effort to select talented
and regional jurors every year, including
practicing artists, curators, and other art
professionals.
